1. To guide, train and give instructions to Motor Diesel Mechanics and other
workers under his responsibility.

(i)  all operations regarding the use of specific tools and equipment are
carried out under safe workshop practices; and

(iii)  tools and equipment are judiciously used and kept, simple
maintenance/cleaning carried out.
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4. To ensure that workers comply with safety measures and precautions
recommended for the trade.

3. To submit request for parts/materials through the Workshop Supervisor to
the Procurement and Supply section and issue same to Motor Diesel
Mechanics.

6. To keep records of progress of work and parts/materials used in
appropriate book, job cards and in other forms of data.

7 To ensure that all employees under his responsibility are provided with
personal protective clothing and equipment and use them, as and when
required.

8. To prepare estimates of materials for work to be effected.
