To supervise the set up and operation of sound equipment, lighting
equipment and giant screens.

To be responsible for the programming of computerised lighting console
and automated projectors, designing and configurating stage lighting and
sound photos.

To prepare a maintenance schedule for lighting, sound and power control
equipment, among others.

To use ICT in the performance of his duties.

To perform such other duties directly related to the main duties listed
above or related to the delivery of the output and results expected from the
Technician (Light and Sound) in the roles ascribed to him.

Technicians (Light and Sound) will be required to work on a roster basis
according to a plan specifying the commencing times and finishing times of turns
of duty which may or may not include night duty.
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
